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R1eport of Distributor (Hepatics). 

No general list of desiderata having been issued for 
this, the Society's first exchange, it was difficult for members 
to estimate the number of specimens of each species that 
would be required. This uncertainty, and the rather limited 
time allowed for sending in oblata lists, probably accounted 
for the rather small exchange. Only 666 packets were 
received, contributed by 20 members, t\vo of whom, however, 
sent fine parcels of over 100 packets each. 45 members 
received parcels, the participants being generally limited to 
new members, and to those who ha<l communicated with the 
distributors. 

The quality of the material was in almost all cases 
excellent, but the number of packets of some species was 
unfortunately inadequate to supply the wants of even the 
small number of members who sent in desiderata lists. 

One of the most interesting plants contributed was 
Lophozia Kunzeana, gathered by Mr. Beesley in fhe Isle of 
Man in 1908, but only recently determined. It occurred on 
Slieau Monagh, the northern shoulder of Snaefell, at about 
1000 ft. Previously in Bntain this rar~ species had only 
been found as an alpine plant at from 2700 to 4100 ft. in the 
Higblands of Scotland, so that its occurrence in the Isle of 
Man shows a remarkable extension of its range. 

The best thanks of the Society are due to Messrs, 
Knight and Jones for their valuable services as referees.

ILLI ENRY P RSON, M.Sc., 

1849-1923. 

Born at Pendleton, near Manchester, July 22nd, 1849, 
died at Manchester, April 19th, 1923. Early in life he lived 
at Eccles, where he made the acquaintance of Dr. Carrington. 
At that time he was interested in Ferns and Fern Culture 
and Alpine Plants. He attended a Botany class held by Dr. 
Carrington. This developed into an intimate friendship 
between the two with the result that he was influenced to 
take up the Hepatics as a special study. 

In collaboration with the Doctor " The Carrmgton and 
Pearson Exsiccata of British Hepatics" was issued in three 
fascicles. He was in frequent correspondence with Dr. 
Spruce who gave him valuable assistance and guidance in 
his studies. 

He became 1ntimatelv connected with the older 
Manchester Botanists. He "helped to form the Manchester 
Cryptogamic Society of which John \i\Th1tehead was first 
President, who, on his resignation, was succeeded by Dr. 
Carrington. 

In 1902 he published his great work, the " Hepaticae of 
the British Isles '' in two large volumes, describing and 
illustrating all the species and varieties then known. This 
work, together with the Exsiccata, gave a considerable 
impetus to the study of this mteresting group. He als1) 

published a large number of valuable papers on the subject 
from time to time. · 

The following British species have been named after 
him: -~Sphenolobus Pearsoni (Spruce) Steph.; Lepidozia, 
Spruce; Bazzania. (Steph.) Pears; MarsupeUa, Schiffn. 

His Herbarium which formed the basis on which the 
'' Hepaticae of the British Isles 'r was written, was ac­
quired by the British Museum. His Library, containing very 
valuable books (Foreign and British) on Hepatics was bought 
by the Manchester Corporation Free Library Committee and 
forms part of the Reference Library, Piccadillv, Manchester. 
Of late years he was much engaged with Foreign Hepaticae. 
He was corresponding member of the Linnean Societv of 
New South Wales, the Royal Society of Tasmania,- the 
Christiania Vedenskabs Selskabs and Vice President of the 
British Bryological Societv as well as H.efe::-ee for Foreign 
Hepatics. . 
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He was a delightful man, well-known for his geniality 
and kindliness. The writer spent a few days m his company 
last Easter at Beddgelert, when he attended the Annual 
Meetmg of the Rucksack Climbing Club. He was as 
enthusiastic as ever, full of the reminj scences which ever 
charmed and endeared him to his friends. An important 
link with the old school of Botanists has been snapped, and 
our Society, arid, indeed, Bryology m general have suffered 
a loss from whi::h it will take some time to recover. He was 
buried at the Southern Cemetery, Manchester, on April 23rd. 
l\fr. H. C. Broome, of Failsworth, who was a personal friend 
and to whom I am indebted for much of the information given 
above, represented our Society at the funeral. 

WILLI M INGHAM, B. 

1854-1923 

Born at Manchester in the year 1854; died May 25th, 
1923. He received his education at the York Training 
College and was a graduate of the London University. After 
completmg his degree he accepted the post of Organizing 
Inspector of Church Schools in the Diocese of York, serving 
for many years in that capacity. He was subsequently 
appointed on the Staff of the York Educ;:ition Office. 

He was an ardent student of Bryology. He contributed 
many papers on the subject to the Journals. He made an 
exhaustive study not only of the Mosses and Hepatics of the 
York District, but, also, of Upper Teesdale, adding several 
new and interesting records. In 1906 the British Association 
met at York. He was deputed to write a Handbook of the 
Cryptogamic Flora of the District. It contained a list of the 
Freshwater Algae and Fungi, together with a full and excel­
lent account of the Mosses and Hepatics. He was a former 
President of the York Naturalists' Society and Chairman of 
the Brvologicai Section of tbe Yorkshire N atnralists' Union. 

In- the year l 903 he acceDted the Secretaryship of the 
Moss Exchange Club, succeeding the Rev. C. H. Waddell, 
M.A., B.D. In 1907 the Census Catalogue of British Niosses 
was published, of which he was Editor; and in 1913 the Census 
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C.atalogl_l~ of British Hepatics followed, givmg evidence of 
his untirmg energies. He was always ready to assist 
students of Bryology examining and reporting on their plants. 
A large number of Mosses and Hepatics passed throuo-h his 
hands from time to time. He was verv keen in the field and 
\Vas \vell acquainted with most of the Briti:::h Mosses and 
Hepatics in thei:: native habitats. For some time he was in 
f ai.lmg health and early last year he resigned the Secretary­
ship of the Club very much to the regret c.f all the members. 
His services were duly recognised by a well-merited testi­
monial and by his name being placed among· the Honorary 
Members of the Society. He was buried at the York Cemetery 
on June 1st, and Mr. William Bellerby, of York, was able cF1 

b~half of our So,:iety to be present to pay the last tribute to 
his memory.
