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REPORT OF SECRETARY.

Now that the country has again fallen on the evil times
of war it behoves us as a society to hold together and to do
what we can to keep up an interest in the things we feel are
so essential to a happy life. Some Natural History Societies
have closed down for the period of the war and these may
find it difficult to restart in the future. Those with which
the writer happens to be connected have decided to keep
up their activities so far as circumstances permit, and this
seems to be the happier and wiser course. At present the
hours devoted to the study of mosses is so much time gained
from the obtrusive thoughts raised by the unceasing news of
unpleasant happenings around us.

It has been decided to attempt to hold the annual meeting at
Aberystwyth in August, as arranged at our last meeting, though
the excursions may have to be on a restricted scale. At any
rate, Miss Armitage and Mr. Knight have kindly agreed to
visit Aberystwyth shortly in order to try to make arrangements
for our stay there.

The grateful thanks of the Society are tendered to Messrs.
Young and Lee for the work they did in connection with the
Fort William Meeting. An account of the gathering, written
by Miss Armitage, will be found in another part of this Report.

Thanks are due to the hard work put in by the Distributors
and Referees on the Distribution and also to Mr. Marquand
for compiling the Recent Bryological Publications list for the
last Report. Owing to the severance of Mr. Marquand’s
connection with Kew, he felt that he could no longer keep
in touch with current bryological literature and so Mr. Sherrin,
when asked to do so, very kindly accepted the office of
Bibliographer. For war-time convenience Dr. Trotter’s card-
index remains at Kew at present, but Mr. Sherrin hopes to
have it in his possession soon.

Mr. Horsley’s production of a typed copy of the list of
Sphagna and True Mosses sent in for distribution will be of
great help in the printing of the Report.

Mr. Sherrin has received much help from Mr. H. H.
Wesencroft in the compilation of the List of Recent Bryological
Publications, and for this the Society tenders its most grateful
thanks,
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The number of members is about the same as last year,
Can we persuade others to join and increase our number ?

An attempt has been made to remind members of Mr.
Dixon’s paper in the last Report, pp. 117-120, on revised
nomenclature of mosses by inserting in the Report on Plants
sent in by members thce correct name in brackets after the
one to which we are accustomed.

One result of the war is a great reduction in the number of
mosses sent in for distribution. Only three foreign members
have contributed, and fewer British members have sent in
supplies, and most of these are in reduced amount. On the
other hand the number of packets of hepatics has increased
from 571 to 617, but more than half of the increase is due to
the contributions of three foreign members.

We are sorry to record the death of a former member of
the Society, Rev. David Lillie, at Swiney, near Lybster,
Caithness, on 21st February, 1940, at the age of 85. He was
a member of the B.B.S. for many years, only breaking his
connection with it in 1938. His herbarium is now at the
University of Glasgow, where it is very much appreciated.

Members do not make much use of the books belonging to
the Society. There is a list of them on the inside of the cover
of this Report.

REPORT OF THE ANNUAL MEETING,
1939,

By ELEONORA ARMITAGE.

The British Bryological Society held its Annual Meeting
and Excursion at Fort William, Inverness-shire, from June 24th
to July 1st, 1939 ; thirty-four members and friends were
present. A good deal of the Ben Nevis range and surrounding
country was explored, beginning with the nearby Corpach
Moss, and, owing to a drought of several weeks duration, it
was easy to walk over the usually submerged areas. A striking
feature was sheets of Cotton grass with huge dangling silvery
heads ; also the starry white flowers of the large Sundew.
The first attack on the Ben Nevis massif took place up Glen
Nevis, driving seven miles up a rough track, followed by a
winding path to the top of the Glen and the Waterfall. The
bryophyte flora was in an unusual state of desiccation, many
plants crumbling to dust at a touch. Most of the well-known
rarities were seen, and some additional records made for this
rich area. The shores and woodland around Loch Linnhe
occupied another day. A break in the weather delayed the
ascent of Ben Nevis ; when the summit was reached its rarities
were hidden under the snow. The limestone rocks of Creag
Aoil, near Fort William, added many species. Other parts
of Lochaber were visited, Glen Roy, Glenfinnan, Ardgour, etc.

The Annual Meeting took place on June 27th under the
Presidency of Miss E. Armitage. At the conclusion of the
business the President read her presidential address on
“ Naiadita, a Rhaetic Bryophyte.”

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ABSTRACT OF ADDRESS BY THE
PRESIDENT.

Here is appended a short abstract of the President’s Address
on Nawadita. This is a Hepatic of the British Rhaetic Flora,
which has been studied recently by T. M. Harris, Professor of
Botany, Reading University. The work, *“ The British
Rhaetic Flora,” was published in 1938 by the Trustees of the
British Museum ; and, lately, he has contributed an account of
his work to the “ Annales Bryologice,” Vol. 12.

Nazadita was found and named by Buckman, 1850. The
material is very well preserved in hard rocks of very fine
calcium carbonate ; it grew in shallow fresh-water lakes, in
large, upright, leafy patches, in the upper Rhaetic Beds in
Gloucestershire and Somerset. Only one other British
Rhaetic hepatic is known, Hepaticiles solenotus, in the same
beds, very rare.

The slender stem, less than an inch high, with about thirty
unbranched rhizoids, bears a number of leaves, up to twenty,
in a spiral. The leaves are usually lanceolate, with a single
layer of cells and no midrib. They are frcm 1 to 5 mm.
Jong : the rectangular cells have delicate walls and no trigones.

The archegonia are lateral, at first naked, then becoming
enveloped in a perianth resembling foliage leaves. The
stalks elongate and form fruit pedicels. The ripe capsule is
full of spore-tetrads and has no sterile cells. The perispore
bears small tubercles and spines. The rich chestnut brown
capsule dehisces irregularly, showing it was cleistocarpic.
Conical gemma-cups are numerous, the gemmae are oval,
two cells thick, with apical germination. They are so numerous
that in some bedding-planes they are the commonest fossils.
They give rise to a leafy plant, and an immense number of
these embryo plants are found.

Though the material of Nadadita was abundant and well
searched, no antheridia have ever been found. Yet many of
the abundant archegonia were fertilised, as the ripe spores
and spore tetrads were frequent, scattered, or in sporangia.
The antheridia of Liverworts have far more delicate walls
than have the archegonia. Their walls swell up and break -
down, and may have been too evanescent for preservation,
while those of old archegonia become hardened. The morpho-
logy of this peculiar hepatic points to its being a primitive
form, possibly near to Sphaerocarpales.

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REPORT OF DISTRIBUTORS
(Mosses).

The number and interest of the specimens sent for dis-
tribution is very gratifying in view of the conditions prevailing.
Three of our European members, M. Charrier, Dr. Boros, and
Herr Stormer, have managed to send us contributions. Some
of the latter’s plants were collected in Britain during his visit
to this country last Spring.

As there are not so many surplus packets this year, fewer
parcels are being sent out. Those members who have
furnished us with details of their desiderata are mostly
receiving a parcel. A few for members abroad are being
held back until we can send with a certainty of their being
received. :

The Referees, to whom we all owe special thanks this
year, report that the material was well prepared and mostly
correctly named, but a few packets were inadequate as
specimens. It does not pay to make a small amount of
material do for three or four packets. The Referees and
Distributors do not send out such packets to the members.

Mr. Horsley has kindly compiled the Report on the Mosses
again this year with customary efficiency.

REPORT OF DISTRIBUTOR (Hepatics).

Of the 617 packets sent in for distribution this year no
fewer than 278 come from two contributors (Messrs. Boros and
Charrier) outside the British Isles. This leaves 339 packets
from 14 British members. In spite of difficulties arising
from the state of war, these numbers cannot be regarded as
unsatisfactory. The Referee reports that more attention
is being paid by members to packetting free from dirt, ete.,
and most species are correctly named. No non-European
hepatics have been sent in for distribution this year.
